BTEC Level 2 Extended Certificate In Music

	Course description

	This course focuses on Music through studying two mandatory units ‘Working in the Music Industry’ and ‘Professional Development in the Music Industry’ (2 x 5 credits), together with two more optional units (10 credits each), that provide for a combined total of 30 credits. Optional units are selected from a range of units which include Planning and Creating a Music Product, Solo Musical Performance, Exploring Musical Composition, Working as A musical Ensemble.
Other optional units include The Musical World, Developing Music Theory, Developing as a Musical Performer etc.
The exact units selected for teaching will be decided by teaching staff once groups are established.

	Course Level

	The BTEC Level 2 Extended Certificate in Music is a 30 credit qualification
(equivalent to 2xGCSE’s at A*-C)

	Examinations

	All assignments / assessments set internally – there are no external examinations with this course.

	Coursework

	Students will keep working logbooks of rehearsals etc, write evaluations, complete different assignments, and prepare portfolios of evidence to support their assessment, including recordings of their work.

	Assessment

	Students can achieve a Pass / Merit / Distinction or Distinction* on completion of this course. Unit grades combine to determine overall grade. Pass = 2xC at GCSE, Merit =2x B at GCSE, Distinction =2xA at GCSE, and Distinction * = 2xA* at GCSE.
