Unit 2 A creative project

Unit 3 Communicating ideas in 2D

	Course Level
	The BTEC Level 1 / Level 2 First Award in Art and Design  is a 120 Guided Learning Hours course, equivalent to 1 GCSE at A*-C.

We are looking, however, at the possibility of offering the 2 GCSE equivalent course.

	Course Qualifications required
	

	Examinations

	There is one external assessment – the creative project. This forms 25% of the course. The other 75% is internally assessed.

	Coursework

	Students will keep working logbooks of workshops and demonstrations throughout the two years. They will work in a range of materials recording and evaluating how their ideas evolve. Evaluations can be written or recorded. Portfolios of sketches, photographs, small models as well as large scale pieces will all contribute towards your coursework. You will also get the chance to visit exhibitions to view work at first hand.     

	Assessment

	Students can achieve a Level 1 Pass, Level 2Pass / level 2 Merit / Level 2 Distinction or Level 2 Distinction* on completion of this course. Unit grades combine to determine overall grade awarded.

	Further and Higher Education progression

	Further study paths include:

Level 3 BTECs in Art and Design some of which have more specialist routes.
Foundation Degree and Degree Courses within Further / Higher Education, details of which can be found in College / University prospectuses.
