BTEC Level 1 /Level 2 First Award In Performing Arts (Acting)

	Course description


	This Performing Arts course focuses on Acting skills in particular, but also on Individual Showcase work, and looking at the key features of Preparation, Performance and Production.
The exact units selected for teaching will be decided on by teaching staff once teaching groups are established.

	Course Level
	The BTEC Level 1 / Level 2 First Award in Performing Arts is a 120 Guided Learning Hours course, equivalent to 1 GCSE at A*-C.
We are looking, however, at the possibility of offering the 2 GCSE equivalent course.

	Course Qualifications required


	

	Examinations


	There is one external assessment – Individual Showcase. This forms 25% of the course. The other 75% is internally assessed.

	Coursework


	Students will keep working logbooks of rehearsals etc, write evaluations, prepare portfolios of evidence to support their assessment, including video recordings of performances, audio recordings of discussions / evaluations etc.

	Assessment


	Students can achieve a Level 1 Pass, Level 2Pass / level 2 Merit / Level 2 Distinction or Level 2 Distinction* on completion of this course. Unit grades combine to determine overall grade awarded.

	An interest in Drama and Performing Arts in general. You should also have already demonstrated good ability / potential in Drama at Key Stage 3 – in Drama.   You may also have experience in extra-curricular Drama activities, although this is not essential. 

A commitment to work hard and set new personal challenges. Self discipline to keep an up to date, accurate working log, a commitment to improving skills.

Good teamwork and leaderships skills.

A willingness to work with a sense of professionalism.
