2. Twentieth Century Depth Studies (The Roaring 20s in the USA; Depression and New Deal in 1930s USA; Hitler’s Germany 1929-39)

	Course Qualifications Required
	No specific requirements although it is advantageous if students are naturally curious, willing to empathise with people from the past and are unprepared to take evidence at face value.

	Examinations

	Unit One: Written paper 1Hr 45Mins (60 marks) worth 37.5% of final grade and sat at the end of Yr 10.  Unit Two: Written paper 1Hr 45Mins (60 marks) worth 37.5% of final grade sat at the end of Yr 11.

	Coursework
	Unit Three: Controlled, centre assessed assignment (40 marks) worth 25% of final grade and completed at the start of year 11.

	Assessment

	Students are regularly assessed and given targets on the basis of common unit tests and assessments using exemplar exam questions and mark schemes

All students will be given the opportunity to sit practice/mock exams in the lead up to external exams.

	Further and Higher Education progression

	There are an increasing number of students moving on to AS/A2 History and many have gone on to take History degrees at University. Combination degrees with other subjects such as English are common and both under and post graduate courses are available in related areas such as Art History, Archaeology, Classics, Ancient History and Heritage or Museum Studies.
