	Course Level

	This is a Level 2 course.

	Course Qualifications required

	Students are able to access grades A*-G.

	Examinations

	Externally assessed listening and reading at the end of Year 11 which account for 40% of overall GCSE grade.

	Coursework

	There are no coursework requirements for this course.

	Assessment

	Controlled writing and speaking assessments constitute the remaining 60% of the final grade.

	Further and Higher Education progression

	A significant percentage of our A-Level students go on to study a language related course in higher education at university.

	Careers

	A language qualification is highly regarded by potential employers and will open up a range of career paths including business, teaching, translation, interpretation and careers in the leisure and tourism industry.

	Skills and attributes required for entry

	German must have previously been studied in Year 9.

A level 5+ by the end of Year 9 and an enjoyment of language learning is also a pre-requisite to entrance to this course.
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
