	Course Qualifications required

	A positive attitude towards Physical Education and sport is required, although strong personal performance is not essential.  Practical aspects of the course focus on improving coaching abilities.  Sporting performance is not assessed.

	Examinations

	There are no examinations during this course.

	Coursework

	This course is 100% coursework.

	Assessment

	All units are assessed by Burnside staff and are externally moderated by OCR examination body.
